We had carried out a barefoot walk for the students of NIS from year six onwards. Prior to the
walk, we conducted a survey of the ground to ensure that it was safe for the students, and us, to
walk on. We visited two to three times to check for any large rocks that mighf be too cilcmgerous,
and we cleared a bit of the pa’rh until we were satisfied. This was also done to ensure to the
parents that we had been cautious with our activity and were fuﬂy responsible for the children'’s

sqfefy.

The walk was carried out so that students can empotfhise how its for those who have to walk on
rocky grounds without shoes because ’fhey can't afford them. Many of us who took part in this
walk including the IBDP students found it difficult and were complqining about the heat. This was
just for a few minutes and yet we were grumbling while there are other children who have to go
through this everyclay. We believe this activity was paramount in our undersfqnding of the
importance of shoes.



The collection drive took place from 26 Nov, 2018 to 7 Dec, 2018 (this was later extended).
There were donations boxes placed on the 7th, 6th and 5th floor.

Donations from the Primary and Pre-Primary sections were personally collected by the IBDP
students

Some IBDP students also opted for door-to-door collection within their neighbourhoods

Since we were receiving an overwhelming response from our community, we decided to
extend the date for the collection drive.

- We collected 7 sacks worth of shoes at the end of this, which were collected by the

representatives of the organisation in mid-February.












® A-wareness about the Issue - We were made aware of the qlqrrnirrg statistics behind the issues which

arise from inappropriate footwear.

o quryinq out a CAS project - quqging communication with the Ro’fqry Club and the parents and

students, while also carrying out a collection drive required plqnning and orgquisq’fional skills.

® Becoming better communicators - Educcr’fing a group of students about a par’ficulctr issue and using
our public speaking to persuqde them to donated discarded footwear.

o Collaborative skills: The act of plannirlg an activity from start to finish and by relying on our peers'

opinions and suggesting improvements helped better our collaborative skills. The fact that we
segregcrted ourselves into groups and worked on our own goals, while at the same time con’rribu’ring
to the progress of the activity enhanced our teamwork skills.

® A greater crbili’fy to persevere: We experienced certain chaﬂenges, such as approqching exams and
time constraints. But, despi’re these chorﬂenges we persisred to cornplere the initial aim we had set for

ourselves.



The learning outcomes that we believe to have achieved are:

e Demonstrate how to initiate and plan a CAS experience
e Demonstrate the skills and recognize the benefits of Working coﬂaboraﬁvely
° Recognize and consider the ethics of choices and actions

e Demonstrate engagement with issues of global significance
